

Great Depression Storybook Planning Sheet

Here is an example of how you might organize your thoughts to create your digital story.
· Step 1 – Organizing your Thoughts
· What story do you see in the photograph?
· What do you think that story means to others?
· What impact might that story have on others?
· How does the story show who the people are in the photograph?
· Step 2 – Your Voice
· What emotions do you experience during the story?
· Do they grow stronger or weaker? Do they change during the story?
· Which emotions will help the audience best understand the story?
· What overall tone captures the theme of your story?
· Step 3 – Capturing Emotion
· What moment changed things for the people in the photograph?
· Why did you decide to tell this story? Why this type of video?
· How do you relate to the story and the people in it?
· Step 4 – Images
· What images come to mind when you think of the different parts of the story?
· How do these images connect to emotions?
· Why do these images come to mind?
· Will the audience understand the story fully without this image?
· Does the image just support that moment or does it hint at or convey another meaning?
· Can the audience read the image like they are reading the story?
· Did you credit any images that are not yours?
· Step 5 – Sound
· Can the images or story be enhanced by sound?
· Can sound evoke another emotion?
· Does the story need any narration?
· Did you credit any sound/music that isn’t yours?
